Course Description for ESL I
In ESL I, students will be instructed on reading strategies, content area vocabulary, and study skills that they can implement in their content area courses to increase success and attain a well-rounded education.  In addition, they will be provided with the opportunity to obtain assistance on projects, assignments, and assessments for their content area courses.  The itinerary for this class is comprised of two parts: the first part of the period focuses on the instruction of content area vocabulary, key concepts, and study skills.  The second part of class allows students access to additional support for their content area courses.  Each day, students will be presented with lessons on vocabulary terms and concepts for given content area courses.  They will be required to interact with peers and complete assignments and tests related to their understanding of the key concepts and fundamental vocabulary for each subject.  Mondays will be dedicated to math concepts and terminology, Tuesdays will be spent exploring science vocabulary and essential understandings, Wednesdays will be used to expand the students’ abilities to comprehend American History events and terminology, Thursdays will engage students in using high frequency vocabulary from across the content areas as well as enhance their ability to employ critical study skills (skimming, paraphrasing, note-taking, etc.), and Fridays will be used to expand reading, listening, identification, and critical thinking proficiencies in English through the use of supplemental texts.
