Class Procedure FAQs (Frequently Asked Questions) 

What happens if…I’m late to class?

You are considered tardy to class if you are not seated in your seat by the time the bell stops ringing. If you arrive late 3 times, this will result in an after-school detention.  The tardy will also be recorded in the gradebook. 
…I don’t have a pen/paper/other supplies?

You will be prepared 99% of the time. When that 1% rolls around, please borrow from a classmate. As a last resort, you may leave a personal article at my desk as a deposit for supplies such as pens/pencils.  Please note that your level of preparedness also affects your final grade.

…I need to go to my locker/the bathroom?

I do not write hall passes.  Please do not ask for a pass; your request will be denied.  If it is an emergency and you must leave to use the restroom, you may take a tardy and go.
…I’m absent?

Exchange contact information with at least two “buddies” in the class.  On the day of your absence, visit my website and contact a buddy for the assignment.   Upon your return to class, check the class bin for any handouts.   If you have further questions, speak to me after class or e-mail me. Please arrange make-up tests/quizzes within a week of your absence.  
…I don’t have my HW/project/essay when it’s due?

Late work is not accepted.  Use your Free Homework Pass on an assignment or for a one day extension on a project or essay.
…my cell phone rings during class?

The phone will be given to your Assistant Principal for a parent/guardian to pick up.  To avoid this, turn your cell phone off or to “silent” before class.  Cell phones and mobile devices will be used in class on occasion, but only with teacher permission and not for making/receiving phone calls.  
What are we doing today?

When you get to class, check the whiteboard in the back of the room.  You will find the daily objective under the “Goals” heading. The assignment that is due and the daily homework will also be written on the whiteboard in the back of the room.

Can I leave class early? I’m done with (whatever the class is doing at the time).

Unless you have received a pass, the answer to this question will be “No.”  Please remain in your seat throughout class; if you need to get up for any reason, raise your hand first and wait to be called on by Mrs. Frangella.  There will always be an “anchor” activity (e.g. independent reading) for you to do if you are finished with your work before the period ends.  Ask me if you’re not sure what the anchor activity is for the day.
