BHS CLASSROOM PROCEDURES - SPANISH ONE
“Los textos”  Students will be given a textbook at the beginning of the semester and are expected to bring it to class every day.  They will not be allowed to return to their lockers to get it.  At the end of the semester, the students must return the same textbook they received, otherwise they will be charged for their books.
“Fecha”  
We put the date, weather, and day of the week on the board everyday.  Date all your warm-ups, notes, and assignments with this heading for portfolio checks.
"Ausencias"  Absentees are responsible to retrieve notes and worksheets and to copy notes from classmates.  You have 24 hours to complete the assignment from the time you receive it, per day of absence (2 absences = 48 hours, etc.)  Please arrange make-up tests/quizzes within a week of your absence.  Late work is not accepted from students who were present in class.
“Las notas”  Grades are on a 90-80-70-60 scale.  They are available on Skyward and updated every Friday.  Summative assessments are worth 75% of the total grade, formative assessments are worth 20%, and the 3CCCs are worth 5%.
"Las interrupciones"  Please hold questions about grades or individual concerns until appropriate times.  BUT please do ask questions about Spanish - other people can benefit too!

“La participación” Volunteering, being on task during group work, and participating in class are expected behaviors.  Unexcused absences, tardiness, or inappropriate behaviors are not acceptable.
“El respeto”  
Please have respect for everyone in the classroom.  Refrain from using offensive language, texting, and defacing property in the classroom.  
“Las consequencias” Disrespecting the class by talking or disrupting learning can result in teacher detentions, after-school detentions, and/or discipline referrals.  Detentions with Mrs. Frangella last 30 minutes after school and include community service work.  Students have 3 days to serve a detention or make arrangements with Mrs. Frangella.  
“Las reglas” 
All school rules apply in Spanish class.  A student is considered tardy to class if he or she is not seated in their seat by the time the bell stops ringing.  Students must remain in their seats throughout class as well; if a student needs to get up for any reason, they must raise their hand first and wait to be called on by Mrs. Frangella.  Food is not permitted unless specifically stated by Mrs. Frangella.  There will be food rewards, but if any item (including food or drink) becomes a distraction, it will be disallowed.  Talking for any reason after an assessment has been distributed to any class member is considered cheating.  Cheating on any assessment results in a zero.  Please raise your hand and ask Mrs. Frangella if you need a pencil or have a concern.
“Los teléfonos”  Occasionally, cell phones and mobile devices will be used for various class activities.  However, cell phones and devices should not be out in class without teacher permission.  They will be confiscated and turned into the office.  
“Los pases”  I do not write hall passes.  Please do not ask for a pass; the request will be denied.
“La familia” 
I encourage the important adult in your life to be involved in our class.  If your parent contacts me, you will receive a free homework coupon, with a limit of one per quarter.
